Mark 15:20   And when they 

had mocked Him (Jesus 

Christ) , they took the (Royal) 

purple off Him, put His own 

(bloody) clothes on Him, and 

led Him out to crucify Him .     

Before I can even begin to 

help you Appreciate the 

Crowns available to us, -

who have been found by 

Jesus Christ-  look at what 

He bore for all of us:  Go 

with me now to the Gospel 

of John 19:4-5   “And Pi-

late went out again, and

ment. And Pilate saith unto 

them,     Behold, the man!  

Why did Christ 

have to wear a 

Crown of Thorns?

Be-

fore Sin entered the 

World, there were 

no Thorns or This-

tles mentioned:  But 

afterwards, in 

Genesis 3:18 “Both 

thorns and thistles it 

shall bring forth for 

you, And you shall 

eat the herb of the 

field.”

Our very beginning in Jesus Christ springs from incorruptible Seed: 1 Peter 1:23  “having 

been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible , through the word of God which 

lives and abides £forever,”  I Peter 1:3-11 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who ac-

cording to His abundant mercy has begotten us again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ 

from the dead, 4to an inheritance incorruptible and undefiled and that does not fade away, reserved in 

heaven for you, 5who are kept by the power of God through faith for salvation ready to be revealed in the 

last time.  6 In this you greatly rejoice, though now for a little while, if need be, you have been grieved by 

various trials, 7that the genuineness of your faith, being much more precious than gold that perishes, 

though it is tested by fire, may be found to praise, honor, and glory at the revelation of Jesus Christ, 
8whom having not £seen you love. Though now you do not see Him, yet believing, you rejoice with joy inex-

pressible and full of glory, 9receiving the end of your faith—the salvation of your souls.  10 Of this salva-

tion the prophets have inquired and searched carefully, who prophesied of the grace that would come to 

you, 11searching what, or what manner of time, the Spirit of Christ who was in them was indicating when He 

testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ  and the glories that would follow. 

1 Cor 9:24 Do you not know that those who run in a race all run, but one receives the prize?  Run in such a 

way that you may obtain it. 25And everyone who competes for the prize is temperate in all things.  Now 

they do it to obtain a perishable crown, but we for an imperishable crown. 26Therefore I run thus: not with 

uncertainty. Thus I fight: not as one who beats the air. 27But I discipline my body and bring it into subjec-

tion, lest, when I have preached to others, I myself should become disqualified. 15:50  -Now this I say, breth-

ren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption . 
51Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed— 52in a moment, in the 

twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised incorruptible, 

and we shall be changed. 53For this corruptible must put on incorruption , and this mortal must put on im-

mortality . 54So when this corruptible has put on incorruption , and this mortal has put on immortality , then 

shall be brought to pass the saying that is written : 

And for all those on the front line of The 

Battle for the Faith and Israel:  Isaiah 28:5 

“ In that day the Lord of hosts will be For a 

crown of glory and a diadem of beauty To 

the remnant of His people, 

6 For a spirit of justice to 

him who sits in judgment, 

And for strength to those 

who turn back the battle at 

the gate.”
