
John 7:25 “Then Said Some Of Them Of Jeru-

salem, Is Not This He, Whom They Seek To 

Kill? (Some Jews knew their religious rulers 

planned to entirely kill JESUS, and would play 

into the death of Him, soon). 

7:26 “But, Lo, He Speaketh Boldly, And They 

Say Nothing Unto Him. Do The Rulers Know 

Indeed That This Is The Very Christ?            

(God always speaks boldly: parrhesia = With Free-

dom Of Speech, Confidence. Because God’s WORD 

Never Comes Back Void, but Accomplishes It’s 

Work. For 400 Years GOD Waited To Speak, When 

HE Brought HIS SON Into The World. Do the rul-

ers know: ginosko = to come to know, perceive, rec-

ognize. The Very: alethos = Truly Christ: Christos = 

The Anointed Messiah). 

7:27 “Howbeit We Know This Man Whence 

He Is: But When Christ Cometh, No Man 

Knoweth Whence HE Is.                                                       

(These people were unlearned, But His Disciples 

Knew Him, And That HE Was From GOD). 

7:28 “Then Cried JESUS In The Temple As 

He Taught, Saying, Ye Both Know Me, And 

Ye Know Whence I Am: And I Am Not Come 

Of Myself, But HE That Sent Me Is True, 

Whom Ye Know Not.                                                  

(Cried: krazo = cried out. JESUS in the Temple as 

HE Taught. They knew Him, and they knew where 

HE was From. The Problem was they did Not know 

their GOD, And that HE Was TRUE). 

7:29 “But I Know HIM: For I Am From HIM, 

And HE Has Sent Me.                                  

(But I Know: eido = Behold, Be Aware, Consider, 

Perceive HIM. Because I Exist From By The Side 

Of HIM, And That ONE Hath Sent: Apostello = 

To Send, Send Away (From Heaven To Earth). 

(Then their hatred of God arises). 

7:30 “Then They Sought To Take Him: But 

No Man Laid Hands On Him, Because His 

Hour Was Not Yet Come.                             

(Then they sought to Take: piazo = to lay 

hold of Him. But no one laid: epiballo = to 

throw their hands on Him. GOD’s Protec-

tion! Because His hour was not yet come. 

JESUS knew they would soon Crucify Him). 

7:31 “And Many Of The People Believed On 

Him, And Said, When Christ Cometh, will He 

Do More Miracles Than These Which This 

Man Hath Done?                                               

(And (but now) many: polus = many, 

much from out of the people: ochlos = 

multitude. Believed: pisteuo = to entrust 

oneself, believe. On: eis = to or into. Him, 

and even said, When Christ: Christos = 

Messiah, The Anointed One. Cometh, will 

HE Do More: pleion = More Excellent 

Miracles: Semeion = Signs. Than These 

Which This Man Hath Done: poieo = To 

Make, Do). (God In Flesh). (People will 

narrow one down to be small in their 

eyes. They only saw Him as a Man, Not 

Their GOD).           ——Please continue to page 2.  
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7:32 “The Pharisees Heard That The 

People Murmured Such Things Con-

cerning Him; And The Pharisees And 

Chief Priests Sent Officers To Take 

Him. (The pharisees: pharisaios = 

members of a strict Jewish religious 

sect. heard: akouo = to listen. Chief 

priests: archiereus = high priests. Sent 

officers: huperetes = underlings, serv-

ants. To Take: piazo = to lay hold of 

Him). 

7:33 “Then Said JESUS Unto Them, 

Yet A Little While Am I With You, 

And Then I Go To HIM That Sent Me.                                

(Then Said: epo = Answered JESUS 

unto them, Yet: eti = Still a little: mikros 

= Small while: chronos = time Am I: 

eimi = I Exist,  I Am with: meta = 

Among you, And Then I Go: hupago = 

To Depart Unto: pros = Towards HIM 

That Sent ME). 

7:34 “Ye Shall Seek Me, And Shall Not 

Find Me: And Where I Am, Thither 

Ye Cannot Come.                                                       

(Many Jews still seek their Christ, but 

not to Believe In and Receive their Na-

tive SON. Until they do, they cannot 

come to where HE Now Exists, In 

Heaven).  

7:35 “Then Said The Jews Among 

Themselves, Whither Will He Go, 

That We Shall Not Find Him? Will He 

Go Unto The Dispersed Among The 

Gentiles, And Teach The Gentiles? 

(JESUS Full Focus was on the Jews 

(Matthew 10:5). The Occupied Judeans 

had their mind towards themselves, 

and on Earthly things; not on GOD. 

And they seemed to have No Thought 

of Heaven, Where JESUS CHRIST 

Was Going. The dispersed: diaspora = 

Jews in Greek and Gentile Countries. 

After JESUS Death, Resurrection, And 

HIS 40 Day Instruction Of HIS Apos-

tles, They Would Be Sent To Teach 

The Greeks & Gentiles, World-wide). 

7:36 “What Manner Of Saying Is This 

That He Said, Ye Shall Seek Me, 

(Christ) And Shall Not Find Me: And 

Where I Am, Thither Ye Cannot 

Come?                                                  

(Probably the Saddest Verse of the Jews in 

the whole Bible. In Rejecting their Own  

Native SON, They Would Not Get To 

See Heaven.  

JESUS CHRIST Would Build HIS Church 

Mostly Out of the Gentile Nations. Making 

In The Church, ‘One New Man’ (1st Corin-

thians 12:13) Of Christian Jews and Gen-

tiles;  

Until The ‘Days Of The Gentiles’ Are Com-

pleted. (Romans 11:25) And HIS Church Is 

Built, And Received Up Into Heaven). (1st 

Thessalonians 4:13-18). 

Then JESUS CHRIST (The Living WORD) 

Comes Back To Rescue the Nation Israel.
