
Today we pick up on conversation that JESUS 

had with some Jews in their Temple. They 

would not understand His sayings. And did not 
want to hear The Truth: So they Insult Him. 

John 8:48-59 “Then answered the Jews, and 

said unto Him, say we not well that Thou art 

a Samaritan, and hast a devil? (Samaritan: 

Samareites = an inhabitant of the region of 

Samaria. And hast: to have, hold, echo a  

devil: daimonion = an evil spirit, a demon. 

Here these Jews speak Blasphemy, Saying 

that JESUS Their Christ had a devil. JESUS, 

The Christ, Was Filled With The HOLY 

SPIRIT (Luke 4:1) Without Measure (John 

3:34). They were ‘demonizing’ the HOLY 

SPIRIT’s Words Through CHRIST. But, even 

the devil and his unclean spirits knew JESUS 

is The Holy One Of GOD. (Mark 1:23-24) 

(It’s foolish to Blasphemy Against The HOLY SPIRIT. 

Matthew 12:31-32. Mark 3:29-30). Even JESUS 

Birth Was The Miracle Of The HOLY SPIRIT 

(Matthew 1:18-20). In Matthew 28:18-19 JESUS 

tells His Apostles to Teach All Nations, Bap-

tizing Them In The Name of The FATHER /The 

SON/ The HOLY SPIRIT. The Triune GODHEAD 

Always Work As ONE GOD. 

8:49 “JESUS Answered, I have not a devil; 

but I Honour My FATHER, And ye do dis-

honour Me. (JESUS: ee-ay-sooce’ = the name 

of the Messiah. Answered, I have not a devil 

(evil spirit, demon). But I Honour: timao = 

Value) My FATHER, and you dishonour 

(to treat disrespectfully, slander) Me). 

8:50 “And I seek not My own glory: (doxa 

= praise, honour) there is One that seeketh 

and judgeth: (krino = Decides, Judges. See 

John 5:22). 

8:51 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, if a 

man keep My saying, he shall never see 

death (Forever). (Verily: Amen, amen, Truly, 

truly. If anyone guard My sayings, he shall not 

see: theoreo = to look at, gaze at, death: Thanatos 

forever. (Those who used to sit in the ‘region 

and shadow of death’: Thanatos (Matthew 

4:16. Luke 1:79. Matt 16:28. Mark 9:1. Luke 

9:27). Only JESUS frees from the 2nd death 

(Revelation 20:14) which is the forever death).                                                        

John 5:24 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, 

He that Heareth My Word, And Believeth 

on Him that Sent Me, hath Everlasting 

Life, and shall Not come into condemnation; 

but is Passed (metabaino = to pass over, 

withdraw, depart) from death (thanatos) unto 

(into) Life: Zoe (Eternal Life).” 

8:52 “Then said the Jews unto Him, Now 

we know that Thou hast a devil. Abraham 

is dead: apothnesko = died away, and the 

Prophets (forth-teller of the Divine Will); 

and Thou sayest, If a man keep My saying 

(Logos), he shall never (anymore) taste 

(eat) of death. (thanatos).       —Page 1 of 2 > 
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8:53 “Art Thou greater than our father 

Abraham, which is dead? And the Prophets 

are dead: whom makest Thou thyself? 

(which is dead: apothnesko = has died. 

Many of the holy Prophets, their own peo-

ple killed. There are at least 30 references 

including Kings 19:10-14. Nehemiah 9:26 

“Nevertheless they were disobedient, and 

rebelled against Thee, and cast Thy Law be-

hind their backs, and slew Thy prophets 

which testified against them to Turn them 

To Thee… read to verse 30. Matthew 23:35-

37. Mark 12:3-8. Luke 13:34. Acts 7:52).  

8:54 “JESUS Answered, If I honour Myself, 

My honour is nothing: it is My FATHER 

That Honoureth Me; of Whom ye say, that 

HE is your God: (Messiah Answered, If I 

honour: doxazo = to render or esteem glori-

ous. Myself, My honour: doxa = opinion, 

praise. Is nothing, It Is My FATHER That 

Honoureth: Doxazo = To Render, Esteem 

Glorious. Me; of whom ye say, that HE Is 

your God: Theos. Those who say they are 

‘Christians’ have to be sure they are keep-

ing and following GOD’s Word JESUS). 

8:55 “Yet ye have Not known Him; but I 

Know Him: and if I should say I know Him 

Not, I shall be a liar like unto you: but I 

Know Him, And Keep His Saying. (Yet ye 

have not Known: ginosko = to come to 

know Him; but I Know: eido = Behold Him: 

and if I should say: epo = Answer I Know: 

eido = Be Aware, Behold Him not: ou = rul-

ing out as Fact. I shall be a Liar: pseutes = 

liar. Like: homoios = resembling unto you. 

But I Know: eido = Behold Him, And Keep: 

tereo = to watch over, guard His Saying: 

Logos). 

8:56 “Your father Abraham rejoiced to see 

My day: and he saw (it), and was glad. 

(Abraham: The Hebrew Patriarch, Father 

Of Faith. Rejoiced: agalliao = to exult, re-

joice greatly. To see: eido = be aware, be-

hold, consider, preceive My day: and he saw 

it and was Glad: Chairo = To Rejoice, Be 

Glad). 

8:57 “Then said the Jews unto Him, Thou 

art not yet fifty years old, and hast thou 

seen Abraham? (Then: oun = therefore 

said: answered the Jews (in Judea) unto: 

pros = toward, at Him, Thou: echo = to 

have, hold. Not yet Fifty years old, and hast 

Thou seen: horao = to see, perceive, attend 

to. Abraham). 

8:58 “JESUS Said unto them, Verily, verily, 

I say unto you, Before Abraham Was, I AM. 

(Messiah said: answered unto them, Verily, 

verily: Amen, Truly, I Say unto you, Before: 

prin = before Abraham was: ginomai = to 

come into being, I AM: EXIST). 

8:59 “Then took they up stones to cast at 

Him: but JESUS hid Himself, and went out 

of the temple, going through the midst of 

them, and so passed by. (JESUS left the 

temple: hieron. Going through the Midst: 

mesos = Middle of them, and so: houto = in 

this way. Passed by: parago = to lead by, 

pass by, away). 

The sad truth is that JESUS had passed 

through a Village in Samaria on His way to 

Jerusalem; but because they knew He was 

going to Jerusalem, they rejected Him. The 

Jews (Judah) were separate from the rest of 

Israel after King Solomon’s death. Samaria 

was an area the Jews (Judeans) did not like 

to travel.  And they referred even to Galilee 

as, “Galilee of the nations.”  King Solomon’s 

old age Idolatry, divided a once mighty 

kingdom. That became Judah, and Israel. 
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
