
MARK 6:30 “And the apostles gathered themselves togeth-

er unto JESUS, and told Him all things, both what they 

had done, and what they had taught. (Apostles: ap-os’-tol-

os = Ones sent forth. Delegates, Ambassadors of the Gos-

pel. Gathered themselves together: synago, soon-ag’-o = 

to be Led or Brought together, Convene. Unto: pros = to-

ward. JESUS: ee-ay-sooce’ mentioned 972 times in the 

Scriptures. And told: ap-ang-el’-lo = to announce, bring 

word, report. Him all things: thoroughly. Both what they 

had done: poy-eh’-o = to make or do. And Taught: Here 

we hear about the Apostles Teaching what JESUS had 

Taught them to Teach others. Teaching The Word Of 

GOD Always Produces Faith In those who Hear/Believe). 

6:31 “And HE Said unto them, Come ye yourselves Apart 

into a desert place, and Rest a while: For there were many 

Coming and going, and They had No Leisure so much as 

to Eat. (Come: deute, dyoo’-teh = Come hither, follow ye 

yourselves Apart: kata = kat-ah’ = Aside, by themselves, 

private, seperate. Into a desert: eremos, er’-ay-mos = de-

sert, Solitary place, and Rest: anapauo, an-ap-ow’-o = to 

rest back. The Apostles had come back from their mission, 

now time to Rest. Because JESUS Lived in a human 

body, HE Knew Their Need for Resting a while. For: gar = 

Reason. There were many coming and going, and they 

had no Leisure: Opportunity to Eat.                                              

6:32 “And they departed into a desert place by ship 

privately. (Departed: to go off. Into a solitary place: spot. 

by Ship: ploion, ploy’-on = a Sailing Vessel. Privately: 

Alone.  Peter and Andrew Owned a Sailing Vessel, that 

James and John helped Fish from. This was not a little 

boat, with paddles, but a Large Vessel that Sailed, and 

could Plunge through the Waves on the Sea of Galilee. 

They probably got on it to go East from the Tiberias side, 

to the Desert side, below the Mountains).                          

6:33 “And the people saw them departing, and many knew 

Him, and ran afoot thither out of all Cities, and outwent 

them, and came together unto Him. (There were so many 

Needy people, especially in 10 Galilee Cities, that followed 

JESUS with His Disciples).                                                     

6:34 “And JESUS, when He came out, saw much people. 

And was moved with Compassion toward them, because 

they were as Sheep not having a Shepherd: and He be-

gan to teach them many things. (These people ran on foot 

around the Sea of Galilee to where JESUS and His Disci-

ples went. So as JESUS saw the Throng of them all gath-

ered, He was moved with Compassion: splangkh-nid’-zom-

ahee = feel sympathy, pity. Because they were as Sheep 

Not Having A Shepherd: Poy-mane’ = Pastor. And He be-

gan to Teach them many things. Every Pastor must be able 

to Teach, because they are Shepherds of Souls. JESUS 

Was Called ‘Teacher’ 60 Times In The Gospels.   

Luke 9:10  “And the Apostles, when they were returned, told 

Him all that they had done. And He took them, and went 

aside privately into a desert place belonging to the city 

called Bethsaida: bayth-sahee-dah’ = Fishing house. The 

Cities around the Sea of Galilee were into Fishing. JESUS 

and the Apostles crossed the Sea, East into the Desert, and 

up the Mountain slope to get some Rest, and Eat).                 

9:11 “And the people, when they knew it, followed Him: and 

He received them, and spake unto them of the Kingdom of 

God, and healed them that had need of healing. (People: 

ochlos = throng, multitude, press. He received: dechomai = 

accepted them. And spake: laleo = utter words, preached. 

Unto them of the Kingdom: Basileia = Rule. of God, and 

healed: iaomai = to Cure, make Whole).  

John 6:1 “After these things JESUS went Over the Sea of 

Galilee, which is the Sea of Tiberias. (From the area of Ti-

berias, they must have crossed the Sea to the North East 

corner, into the desert). 6:2 “And a great multitude followed 

Him, because they saw His miracles which He did on them 

that were diseased: astheneo, as-then-eh’-o = feeble, dis-

eased, impotent, sick. Miracles: semeion, say-mi’-on = 

Signs, (Supernatural). 6:3 “And JESUS went up into a 

mountain, and there He sat with His disciples. (Above the 

desert of Bethsaida was Mountain range). 

Matt 14:13 “When JESUS heard of it, He departed thence 

by Ship into a desert place apart: and when the people 

heard thereof, they followed Him on foot out of the Cities. 

(JESUS had heard about the beheading of John the Baptist, 

and departed: anachoreo, an-akh-o-reh’-o = to withdrew. 

(From the Area ruled by Herod Antipas, the killer, to the East 

side of Galilee ruled by Herod Philip).                             

14:14 “And JESUS went forth, and saw a great multitude, 

and was moved with compassion toward them, and He 

healed their sick: arrostos, ar’-hroce-tos = infirm, sickly folk. 

JESUS Is Healer! There are over 40 Bible Verses about 

JESUS Healing.
