What will people think about Me,  if I 

Show That I Care About HIM? 

I have walked 56 Years Among Men, 

And I have Seen Men Willing To 

Make Themselves Vulnerable, Even 

Reproachable, before a Woman They 

chose to let themselves be known by. 

That way, if that Woman Expressed 

Disapproval or Disappointment of 

him, he can walk away knowing that 

she had no affection at all, for him. 

By Presenting Themselves As Vulner-

able, Open, Known, and Even Weak 

in Appearance;  Men Are Able To 

Test The Heart Of  ‘A Woman’ They 

Care Enough About….To Run That 

Risk.  Even Risking All Their Own  

Self-Esteem, while Still Being Willing 

to Cherish Whom They Chose To 

Cherish.   That Is Agape Affection! 

A Man doesn’t have to have a 

Woman’s Love.  But If There Is No 

Respect, there is No Incentive to him, 

to relate on any level with her. 

That’s why, when “A Woman” Rejects 

a Man, what he sees, more than lack 

of Love, Is Lack Of Respect.   

Though Ending the Affection, He has 

Shown for her, may be difficult for 

Him to do emotionally, Disrespect 

and Rejection at least Closes His 

Mind To Her.
